*Tangent sign as viewed in the sagittal
plane from a reference line between
the coracoid and scapular spine to
assess supraspinatus muscle bulk.

*The supraspinatus muscle is above the
tangent line indicating normal muscle
bulk.

the supraspinatus is classified from
stage 0 (normal) to stage 4 (more fat
than muscle).

*The classification is used to assess the
reparability of large rotator cuff tears.

o Stage O—normal muscle
o Stage 1—some fatty streaks;

o Stage 2—Iless than 50% fatty
muscle atrophy

o Stage 3 = 50% fatty muscle
atrophy

o Stage 4—greater than 50%
fatty muscle atrophy

*In this illustration, the supraspinatus
projects above the line between the
coracoid and scapular spine.
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Pull sutures through Neviaser
T port to position the augment

Less morbidity
